Recently CCN hosted a ñDinner with a Professionalò.  Our friend, the Honorable 
Judge Charles Simmons gave an overview of the US Judicial System.  Judge 
Simmons also challenged the students to examine the person and claims of 
Christ with intellectual honesty.  The conference center was filled with students 
and volunteers, and several Chinese girls from USC Upstate, whom we had not 
met before, attended with one of our new volunteers.   

After the presentation at the dinner that night, one of these girls called a friend in 
California who is a believer to tell her about what she had heard.  This friend found CCN on the Joshuaôs 
Way website and left a message for Florin letting us know that this student is a new believer.  We were able 
to contact our partner in ministry in Spartanburg to help this young Chinese woman get connected to a Bible 
study and a church.  It is very exciting to be a part of the body of Christ and to see Him connect the parts of 
the body for ministry to international students that God has brought to the Upstate. 

Cross Culture Network (CCN): Serving the Internationals Among Us  
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     I have just read Heaven is for Real, the true story of a childôs visit to Heaven during his 
surgery for a ruptured appendix.  For me, as one who has given Heaven a lot of thought 
lately, the book was a reiteration that for believers our lives continue there in far better ways 
than we can imagine here.  During our time here, however, there is much to celebrate 
through what I call ñGod Glimpsesò in our lives.  Those are the moments when the sheer 
beauty of the mountains takes our breath away, when we must join in laughter as we hear 
the belly laugh of a child, and when friends and family give their time and resources to keep 
Davidôs dream of ñknowing and doingò alive. 

 

     Thus, Joshuaôs Way continues.  Folks are in and out of the office all week, attending to 
their various responsibilities, whether those jobs are seasonal or task specific.  Paul is pre-
paring for a trip to Ethiopia to distribute the newly manufactured solar cookers, Florin and 
Amy are returning from Orlando with a group of international students, and Lea Ann is keep-
ing everyone organized and publicized.  Trey Lovett is cooking and cleaning up a storm.  Vir-
ginia Griffin taught in the fall and Johnny Price is teaching now.  Brenda Bright, Gloria 
Bridgeman, and Kim Johnson are indexing, compiling, and transcribing Davidôs teachings.  
Mary Wingold comes in to set up for meetings, dinners, and training times.  Debi and Shelton 
Hall, Kim Johnson, Kip Wynne and others physically and spiritually feed the homeless in 
Greenville and inmates in Pickens.   Board members plan.   Many other people volunteer to 
do, pray, and give.  At times a beehive of activity and, at others, a refuge of quiet contempla-
tion, Joshuaôs Way is always a place for Godôs people to grow and show their faith.    

 

     Your generosity to Joshuaôs Way has touched lives all over the world.  It gave a nursing 
student in Pawe, Ethiopia a chair and table at which to sit and learn and will provide safe wa-
ter soon to her school, hospital, and community.  It allowed a Coptic Christian from Egypt to 
experience the freedom of participating in a Bible study and an agnostic from China to learn 
from Christian business people while studying here in the United States.  It provided the 
training and support for over 10,000 shoeboxes to leave Greer for the far reaches of the 
world. It created opportunities for Christian teaching in Addis Ababa, Boston, Charlotte, and 
Greenville.  It paid for food and care packages for prisoners and homeless people right here 
in the upstate. 

 

     A recent George Barna poll shows that Christians in America are largely a weak group.  
The data show that we do not know what we believe or care enough to share it.  This year I 
encourage us to spend time becoming the bright lights we are called to be.  I pray that 
Joshuaôs Way can help you in that process.
