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Prayers Needed For Pawe Hospital & Permissions to Proceed 
 

We have hit a bureaucratic roadblock in Ethiopia that is delaying the construc-
tion of the water treatment system at the Pawe hospital in the Benishangul-
Gumuz region of Ethiopia. Will you please pray with us for this roadblock to be 
removed? 
 

Joshuaôs Way has signed a Memorandum of Understanding with the Pawe hos-
pital for the construction of the water treatment system and for the training of those who will operate the sys-
tem. We have also committed to provide supplies, maintenance, and ongoing training for the first year of op-
eration of the system. 
 

When the Memorandum of Understanding was presented to the Regional Health officials for the Benishangul-
Gumuz region, they were hesitant to provide approval and delayed this project by requiring us to go the Fed-
eral Ministry of Health in Addis Ababa for approval.

Raquel Horton, Cheryl Sealy and the team from Seacoast 
Church did a wonderful job of preparing and serving all the other 
food and drinks with gracious hospitality extended to the home-
less. James Beard and his team of volunteers from Taylors FBC 
assisted with serving the homeless and stepped out to strike up 
conversations with our homeless guests.

meal, the best part of the afternoon was building relationships and extending Godôs grace to the folks we 
served. We were very thankful that no one had a heat

We need pal-
lets from 40ò X 40ò  to 48ò X 48ò in size. Smaller or larger pallets do not work well with the size cartons we are 
using.
