As we neared the end of collection week for Operation Christmas Child(OCC) in Novem-
ber, | had to say to myself, “O, ye of little faith,” because | did not expect us to match
the number of shoebox gifts collected at Joshua’s Way in 2010. Last year we collected

10,955 shoeboxes.

With Kim Johnson’s leadership and a great group of coordinators for the many churches
and organizations participating this year, the number of shoeboxes collected at Joshua’s Way in-
creased significantly over last year. When we closed the trailer on November 21 at the end of OCC
collection week, the many individuals, churches, and organizations had delivered a

total of 1 2, 310 shoeboxes to Joshua’s Way!

If you know anyone that works at VF Logistics or at one of the area Chick-Fil-A restaurants, please
give them a special word of thanks for assisting Joshua’s Way in serving as a collection center for the
Samaritan’s Purse Operation Christmas Child.

VF Logistics provided the large trailers that we use to load and store the shoeboxes, and then VF had their drivers take the trailers to the
OCC processing center in Charlotte. When we needed a third trailer this year to handle the huge number of shoeboxes, VF stepped right up
to assist. Ross and Mike, we appreciate your help very much.

Many of the area Chick-Fil-A restaurants were kind enough to receive shoeboxes at their stores so folks did not have to drive all the way to
Greer to drop off their shoeboxes at Joshua’s Way. It is a great way to expand our “reception area” for shoeboxes and Marna Morse and
her team of volunteers did a great job in getting those shoeboxes picked up and delivered to Joshua’s Way.

To all of you who helped in whatever fashion this year with the collection of shoebox gifts, | send my deepest thanks to you and | praise
God for you. In helping to send a shoebox gift to a child this Christmas season, you have provided, probably for the first time, a Christmas
gift to that child.

Most importantly, you have provided the vehicle for the Gospel to reach that child. Every child receives with their shoebox gift a pamphlet
in their own language that tells the Good News that Jesus came into this world to live among us, and to take our punishment upon himself
on the cross, and to destroy the power of sin and death by the power of his resurrection.
